Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Education "Altai State University", represented by the Rector Sergei Valentinovich Zemlyukov, acting under the Charter, hereinafter referred to as the CUSTOMER, as the party of the first part, and OOO “Professionalnoye Oborudovaniye” represented by General Director Pavel Ivanovich Gavrik, acting on the basis of the Charter, hereinafter referred to as the SUPPLIER, as the party of the second part, hereinafter collectively referred to as the Parties have concluded this agreement as follows:

1.
Object of the contract
1.1. The supplier undertakes to supply: kitchenware to the Foodservice Center of the hostel of Altai State University located at Barnaul, ul. Chervonnaya, 5 (hereinafter referred to as the goods) in accordance with the specification (Supplement No. 1 to the Contract), and the Customer undertakes to accept and ensure payment for the goods delivered.
1.2. This product is manufactured in accordance with the requirements of National State Standard, Technical Specifications, Construction Rules and Regulations, Sanitary Regulations and Standards, Fire Safety Codes and other regulatory and technical documentation.

2. Contract price and payment policy
2.1. The price of the goods supplied under this Agreement is 76,250.00 (seventy six thousand two hundred fifty rubles 00 kopecks), incl. VAT 18%.

2.2. Payment is made at the expense of the income from income-generating activities in advance payment in the amount of 30% of the contract amount on the basis of the invoice within 10 (ten) working days, 70% within 20 (twenty) working days from the date of signing the invoice for the goods received in full volume on the basis of the invoice and delivery note.
2.3. The price of the delivered goods for the period of validity of this Agreement is fixed and is not subject to revision.
3. Terms and conditions for the delivery of goods
3.1. The Supplier undertakes to deliver the goods in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and the specification (Supplement No. 1 to the Agreement), within 40 calendar days from the date of the conclusion of the Agreement.

3.2. The transfer of goods to the Customer is made at the Supplier’s warehouse.

4. Obligations of the parties
4.1. Supplier undertakes to:
4.1.1. Deliver the goods in the stipulated time.

4.1.2. Provide the Customer with duly executed invoices, delivery notes.
4.2. The customer undertakes to:

4.2.1. Accept and pay for the goods delivered by the Supplier in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
4.2.2. Acceptance and assessment of the quality of the goods is carried out by the Customer in full compliance with the technical specifications of the manufacturer of the products, certificates and instructions for the goods in Russian.

5. Liability of the parties
5.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this Agreement, the guilty party is responsible in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
5.2. In case of delay in fulfillment by the Supplier of the obligation provided for by this Agreement, the Customer shall have the right to demand payment of a penalty in the amount of 0.01% of the price of the Agreement for each day of delay in the fulfillment of obligations. The Supplier shall be exempt from payment of the penalty if they prove that the delay in the fulfillment of the specified obligation occurred due to force majeure circumstances or the fault of the Customer.
5.3. In case of violation of the terms of payment, the Customer shall pay the Supplier a penalty in the amount of 0.01% of the Contract price for each day of delay.
5.4. A Party shall be released from liability if they prove that the delay in the execution (improper fulfillment) of the obligation occurred as a result of force majeure circumstances or the fault of the other Party.
5.5. The liability of the Parties in other cases is determined in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.
6. Force majeure circumstances
6.1. None of the Parties shall be liable to the other Party for failure to fulfill obligations under this Agreement, due to the effect of force majeure circumstances, i.e. extraordinary and unavoidable circumstances under given conditions, including declared or actual war, civil unrest, epidemics, blockade, embargo, fires, earthquakes, floods and other natural disasters, as well as issuing acts of state bodies.

6.2. The Party, for which the proper performance of obligations was impossible due to the occurrence of force majeure circumstances, must immediately notify the other Party in writing of their occurrence and the impact on the performance of obligations under this Agreement.
7. Warranties
7.1. Upon detection of hidden defects of the Goods (manufacturing defect), other technological defects not related to transportation specified in the object of the contract, the Customer notifies the Supplier in writing, including by fax or e-mail, to call the representative for inspection of the Goods with defects. The presence of defects and the terms for their elimination are fixed by a bilateral act of the Supplier and the Customer. If there are hidden defects, this product must be replaced.

8. Dispute resolution procedures
8.1. All disputes and disagreements or claims arising between the parties under this agreement or in connection with it or arising from it, including those relating to its execution, violation, termination or invalidity, are subject to resolution in the Siberian Arbitration District Court (Barnaul) in accordance with its rules, and the decision on the dispute is final.

9. Procedure for agreement change and termination
9.1. Any changes and additions to this Agreement are valid only if they are issued in writing and signed by both Parties.

9.2. The contract may be terminated by written agreement of the Parties.

10. Final conditions
10.1. This Agreement enters into force from the date of its signing by the Parties and is valid until December 31, 2017, and in terms of payment until the fulfillment of obligations under this Agreement.
10.2. Contract validity applies to relationships that have actually arisen since September 25, 2017.
10.3. If any of the Parties changes the location, name, bank details, head, they are obliged to notify the other Party in writing within five (5) working days, and the letter should indicate that it is an integral part of this Agreement.
10.4. This Agreement is made in 2 copies having the same legal force, 1 (one) of them is given to the Customer and 1 (one) is given to the Supplier.
10.5. Issues not regulated by this Agreement shall be resolved in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
